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57. This is because the only sacred location in the Church 
Age is the physical body of each believer who is 
permanently indwelt by (1) God the Father (John 
14:23; Ephesians 4:6; 2 John 9), (2) God the Son (John 
14:20, 17:22–23, 26; Romans 8:10; 2 Corinthians 13:5; 
Galatians 2:20; Colossians 1:27; 1 John 3:24), and 
(3) God the Holy Spirit (Romans 8:11; 1 Corinthians 
3:16, 6:9–20; 2 Corinthians 6:16). 

58. Application of the indwelling of the Trinity is essential 
when you encounter the various categories of 
suffering for blessing. 

59. The orientation you must learn to apply when facing 
suffering for blessing is that you are a combatant in the 
Angelic Conflict. 

60. It is imperative that you learn to adjust to that testing 
by remembering you are indwelt by the Trinity.  The 
attack upon you is simultaneously an attack upon the 
Godhead. 

61. In the Sophisticated Spiritual Life, the first stage 
of the advance is Spiritual Self-Esteem.  Your 
cognitive self-confidence is being trained to rely 
on the Problem-Solving Devices of #7, Personal 
Love for God followed by #8, Unconditional 
Love for all mankind. 

62. Confidence of the indwellings motivates you to 
pass Providential Preventive Suffering.  If you 
are unjustifiably attacked, so is the Trinity.  
However, you are not qualified to take the case 
into your own hands, for it is written in:  

Romans 12:19 -  Never take your own revenge, 
beloved, but leave room for the wrath of God, for it is 
written, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. 

Deuteronomy 32:36 - ‘Vengeance is Mine, and 
retribution, in due time their foot will slip; for the day of 
their calamity is near, and the impending things are 
hastening upon them.’ 
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63. PRINCIPLE: In literal combat, the warrior must take 
the initiative to subdue the enemy.  In spiritual 
combat, the warrior must defer the counterattack to 
the Godhead.  Jesus rides point.  Vengeance is His and 
He will repay.  This is grace. 

64. PRINCIPLE: When you take the initiative, it is not 
grace but works.  The Lord is prevented from taking 
the initiative, you are disciplined, and the Dark Side 
chalks up another battlefield victory.
